[bookmark: _Toc228536136]1.1 Purpose and document context
The purpose of this document is to provide information to assist Digital Service Providers to understand the business context surrounding Individual Income Tax Return (IITR) web service interactions. These interactions are performed with the Australian Taxation Office (ATO) through the Standard Business Reporting (SBRebMS3) platform.
This document defines the interactions that are available to a tax agent (also referred to in this document as a ‘user’) to lodge an IITR and explains any constraints and known issues with the use of the interaction, providing guidance with certain identified issues. Specifically, this refers to the interactions with the ATO for a user, depending on their role, to:
pre-lodge (validation of inputs) an IITR or application for Refund of Franking Credits (RFC)
lodge an IITR including schedules where appropriate
lodge an amendment to an IITR
lodge an RFC
lodge an amendment to an RFC
lodge an RFC or IITR (original or amended) for a prior year as an SBR ebMS3 message containing the electronic lodgment service (ELS) tag formatted data.
The IITR.Prefill interaction is part of the IITR service but is not in the scope of this document.  See the ATO Pre-fill IITR Business Implementation Guide for further information on the IITR.Prefill interaction. This document applies to the SBR IITR service for 2026 IITRs and the SBR ELStagFormat service for the years 1998-2016. 
The ATO IITR Business Implementation Guide forms part of the broader suite of documents used by the ATO to describe or interpret how the technical implementation relates back to the business context and process. This document is designed to be read in conjunction with the ATO SBR documentation suite including the:

Financial institution details (FID)
· Language in Section 5.2 has been updated. The inclusion of FID in an IITR each year is necessary to prevent delays.  A prompt should be introduced where this information is not provided as outlined in 5.2 Financial institution details integrity.

Exploration credits - Junior Minerals Exploration Incentive (JMEI)
· For the 2025-26 and later income years, Greenfields Minerals Explorer companies cannot create exploration credits. Consequently, the junior minerals exploration incentive tax offset will not be available to individual taxpayers in these income years.
Remove the ability to report codes E and M at Question T9 Label P from the 2025-26 Individual income tax return, due to the Junior Mineral Exploration Incentive (JMEI) ending 30 June 2025 – Label: Other refundable tax offsets code (alias IITR396)
· This has been done in validation rules so as to avoid impacting the taxonomy and allow the values to be reintroduced easier should the legislation change in the future
· Use of codes E or M will prevent lodgment of the IITR and it is recommended that these values be hidden from the UI.
· IITR Validation Rules to prevent lodgment of 2025-26 IITR
· Message Code: CMN.ATO.IITR.730511

Taxable Payment and Government Grants Enhanced Prefill
· For the 2025-2026 and later income years, lodgers will be required to report data available through the IITR Prefill into a new section on their IITR lodgment.
· This section will require the classification of this data to determine its taxable status.
· Reason codes will be required when users edit or remove prefilled data where the change is $5 or more
· New section added. Refer to Section 3.14 Taxable Payments section of INCDTLS

ATO interest -– Deny deductions for ATO interest charges (GIC and SIC)
A legislative change was introduced in 2025 to deny income tax deductions for ATO interest charges incurred in income years starting on or after 1 July 2025 (being the general interest charge (GIC) and the shortfall interest charge (SIC)). 
This means that taxpayers can no longer deduct GIC or SIC incurred on or after 1 July 2025.
Late Payment Interest (LPI) is no longer applicable for reporting purposes. Label GIC SIC LPI Debit Amount (alias IITR863) has been removed.
Label GIC SIC LPI Credit Amount (alias IITR862), updated to GIC SIC Credit Amount. Refer to sections:

[bookmark: _Toc228536139]1.4 Consolidation of records
When there are ATO system limitations on the number of records that can be stored for a particular section of the IITR, and a taxpayer has more records than the maximum allowed for that section, consolidation of records is required to enable lodgment. For example, where a taxpayer has more than 20 interest records to record in the interest section of the INCDTLS schedule, then some of those records will need to be consolidated so that a maximum of 20 records in not exceeding, inclusive of any consolidation records.
For further guidance on consolidation records where a limit is exceeded, refer to Appendix 8.1 – Consolidation of records.

The information provided in a tax return allows the ATO to determine a taxpayer’s tax refund or tax debt. Tax returns cover the financial year ending on 30 June and are due by 31 October for individual taxpayers that prepare their own returns (self-preparer). In most cases, a registered tax agent may lodge a client’s return later than this, but the taxpayer needs to be a registered client with an agent before 31 October to qualify.
Most people need to lodge a tax return each year, but there are some exceptions. Where an individual has had tax withheld from any payment they received during the tax year, they are expected to lodge a tax return.

Taxable income or loss, includes:
Assessable business income - less than claimable business deductions
Other assessable income, such as salary and wages (shown on a payment summary), dividends and rental income - less any allowable deductions against this income.

When a taxpayer owns either share or non-share equity interests in a company, or when a taxpayer invests in a managed fund, they might receive dividend distributions. Dividends paid to a taxpayer by Australian and some New Zealand companies are taxed under a system known as imputation. The tax paid by the company may be allocated (or imputed) to the taxpayer as franking credits attached to the dividends the individual receives.
If the franking credits the taxpayer receives exceeds the tax the taxpayer must pay, they can claim this difference back as a tax refund (known as a refund of excess franking credits). If the taxpayer doesn’t normally lodge a tax return, they may be entitled to a refund of the excess franking credits. A Refund of Franking Credits (RFC) can only be used to lodge if the taxpayer is not required to lodge a full income tax return.
An RFC can also be lodged if the taxpayer has had amounts withheld from their dividends where their tax file number was not provided. The RFC follows the same business process as an original or amended IITR lodgment, as shown in Section 2.6 – Where SBR/PLS fits into individual lodgment obligations. Refer to Refund of franking credits for not-for-profit entities for more information.

A future year return is a return that is lodged by or on behalf of a taxpayer before the end of the current reporting period. For example, a taxpayer lodging their 2025-26 income tax return before the end of the financial year of 30 June 2026 - this could include a taxpayer with a substituted accounting period (SAP). 
Taxpayers must meet certain conditions to lodge a future year return and cannot choose to lodge early solely out of personal preference. For guidance on the eligibility for individuals to lodge their tax return early refer to Eligibility to lodge an early tax return.
Pre-fill data will not be available for early lodged returns; however, taxpayer information and prior year return details are available.

The IITR service provides several functions for lodgment of an individual taxpayer’s reporting obligations. These include the lodgment of:
the Taxpayer’s Individual Income Tax Return where appropriate (including schedules)
an application for the refund of franking credits (where appropriate)
amendments to either of the above.
The pre-lodge and lodge interactions are the core part of the SBR-enabled IITR business process. These are envisaged to take place after a tax agent has checked for their client’s outstanding lodgments, reviewed their pre-fill data and interviewed their client. When the tax agent has gathered all information required (including reviewing information contained in the pre-fill), they would then complete the return, validate it and correct any labels (if required) before lodgment.

The difference between this service and the Copy of return/Prior year return service that is available through Online Services for Agents (OSFA), is that the OSFA service provides the main form data only.
In addition to initial lodgment, the IITR lodgment interactions allow a tax agent to amend either the IITR (including accompanying schedules) or the application for refund of franking credits. For guidance on the use of the IITR interactions for an RFC refer to Section 7 – IITR lodgment interactions guidance.

An IITR lodgment can include a schedule that contains additional information to assess a taxpayer’s income, where required. Schedules that can be included in the IITR message are: 
income details schedule (INCDTLS)
deductions schedule (DDCTNS)
multi-property rental schedule (RNTLPRPTY)
capital gains tax schedule (CGTS) 
[bookmark: _Hlk62223431]non-resident foreign income schedule (NRFI).
General business guidance for schedules
The INCDTLS must be attached to the IITR submission when an application for refund of franking credits (RFC) is submitted, no other schedules are permitted.
The information recorded in schedules must match the composite information recorded where there is a corresponding label in the IITR. For example, where multiple other work-related expenses have been recorded in the DDCTNS the total other work-related expenses recorded in the IITR must match the total of all the other work-related expenses recorded in the DDCTNS. There are validation rules to cover this type of scenario.
The ATO Service Registry, and the IITR and schedule message structure tables (MSTs) and validation rules (VRs), contains further information on the requirements and circumstances that determine when a schedule must be used.
The line items in the schedule must be ordered in descending $value order where applicable.

All payment summary types are reported in the INCDTLS. These have been broken down into the various payment summary types by tuples as follows:
salary or wages payment summary (INCDTLS309)
foreign employment income payment summary (INCDTLS160)
employment termination payment (ETP) summary (INCDTLS135)
Australian superannuation income stream payment summary (INCDTLS108)
Australian annuities payment summary (INCDTLS145)
Australian superannuation lump sum (SLS) payments (INCDTLS327)
attributed personal services income (Attributed PSI) payments (INCDTLS340).
Within the payment summaries and income statements (INCDTLS002) tuple, the following 3 elements are consistent across each of the payment summary types:
payer’s name (INCDTLS306)
payer's Australian Business Number (INCDTLS307) 
payer's Withholding Payer Number (INCDTLS308). 

These form part of the payer information (INCDTLS305) tuple within INCDTLS002. 
All items from a payment summary are reported under this section, except for deductible amounts such as union or professional association fees and workplace giving. These amounts will remain in the DDCTNS.

Salary or wages income – INB payment summary 
Salary or wages reported on an INB payment summary are reported under the salary or wages payment summary (INCDTLS309) tuple. For example, the below table shows how the following would be reported, if the taxpayer on their INB payment summary: 
received $80,000 in salary and wages
received $20,000 of allowances
received $500 of workplace giving 
tax withheld of $25,000.

Allowances income
Tax withheld from allowances, earnings, tips, director’s fees etc. (INCDTLS339) is only to be used in the scenario where the payment summary only includes this kind of income. 
There is no requirement to complete the Payer information (INCDTLS305) tuple in this instance. For example, if the taxpayer received an INB payment summary with only $20,000 in allowances and tax withheld of $1,000, it will be reported as per table 4.

Lump sum E income
Where the payment summary includes a lump sum E, include the full amount at Salary or wages lump sum E (INCDTLS326). Refer to Section 3.3 – Lump sum in arrears payment section of INCDTLS for details on how to include the breakdown attributable to each lump sum E payment.
Where the lump sum in arrears is included in an INB payment summary, the tax withheld is to be reported at salary or wages tax withheld amount (INCDTLS311). This amount is then to be included in the main IITR at salary or wages tax withheld (IITR600).

Australian superannuation income stream payment summary
Australian superannuation income stream payments reported on a superannuation payment summary are reported under the Australian superannuation income stream payment summary (INCDTLS108) tuple. 
For example, where a taxpayer received an Australian superannuation income stream payment summary with a taxable component taxed element amount of $48,000 and a tax offset attributable to this payment of $7,200, it must be reported as per table 7.

Australian superannuation income stream payments subject to the ‘defined benefit cap rules’
The defined benefit income cap tool can be used to determine the amount to report at IITR505 as well as the offset if required. Where any payments are subject to the defined benefit cap rules, there will not be a requirement to report the offset at Superannuation income stream tax offset (INCDTLS116). The total offset can be reported in the main IITR at Australian superannuation income stream (IITR166). This includes where there is either one payment or multiple payments subject to the cap. For example, where a taxpayer has received the following payments, and all payments are subject to the cap:
Payment 1 - superannuation income stream taxable component untaxed element $25,276.
Payment 2 - superannuation income stream taxable component untaxed element $31,244.
Payment 3 - AASIS taxable component untaxed element data $59,677.

Trust Distributions (reported in the Trust Section of Income Details) 
For Trust distributions, the maximum number of records that can be returned is 30 per individual taxpayer – including any consolidated records. Where there are more records than the maximum allowed, the remaining records must be consolidated into the last record. 
For further guidance on consolidation records where a limit is exceeded, refer to Appendix 8.1 – Consolidation of records. 

Ordering
There is no requirement to order records for the trust income schedule. However, it is recommended that the records are reported and ordered as follows:
Distributions highest value to lowest value
Where there are more than 30 records to be provided in total, record 30 will be the aggregate of record 30 and onwards.  
The ordering will ensure that as part of the future copy of return service, the individual records with the highest value are presented back to the tax agent when the data is returned.
Note: This is not a mandatory requirement, and no validation will be implemented to verify this approach.

Standard description 
A standard description for the consolidated record is to be completed at ‘Name of distributing trust’ (INCDTLS539) and should be recorded as:
“Consolidation - XX non-managed funds records” (with XX being the number of distributions consolidated into the last record)

trust credits from income and tax offsets (INCDTLS25974).

Reporting the tax paid from a special disability trust
If the trustee paid tax on the net income, the principal beneficiary would claim the tax paid by the trustee as a credit at Other refundable tax offsets (IITR395) and select ‘beneficiaryspecialdisabilitytrust’ under IITR396 in the main IITR. 
There is no requirement to include the share of credit for tax paid by trustee in the INCDTLS.
Any income associated with these credits is to be reported under the relevant tuple of the trust section, either at the trust primary production (INCDTLS246) tuple or trust non-primary production (INCDTLS249) tuple.

Share of income from a trust - legal disability
Where a trustee has distributed income and the beneficiary was under a legal disability, the income and any credits for tax paid by the trustee on the trust income are included under the trust tuple.

This section is new and has been introduced to support an enhanced prefill experience and improve the accuracy and consistency of reporting for Taxable Payments Annual Report (TPAR) data in the Individual Income Tax Return (IITR).
Software should support users to understand the available classification options and how these classifications impact the resulting tax treatment.
Personal Services Income (PSI)
Payments classified as PSI are treated as income derived mainly from an individual’s personal efforts or skills. Refer to ato.gov.au
Business Income
Payments classified as business income are generally assessable to the entity carrying on the business. The use of this classification is for business income as a sole trader that is not PSI or otherwise classified.
Non Assessable Non Exempt (NANE) Income
Payments classified as NANE income are not included in assessable income and are not subject to tax.  However, this classification can still have downstream implications in future tax years.
Capital gains
Where applicable, these amounts are treated under the capital gains tax provisions rather than as income. These amounts will not be validated into the return and will need to be calculated manually.
Government grants and industry payments
Where assessable, these amounts may be treated as Assessable Government Industry Payments, including for primary production activities. Classification affects whether amounts are included in assessable income and how related deductions and losses are applied.
Other income
Payments that do not fall within PSI, business income, government grants or capital gains may be classified as other income. This classification supports inclusion in appropriate “other income” categories within the return.
Up to 20 records of Taxable Payments can be reported under this tuple (INCDTLS570).
For further guidance on consolidation records where a limit is exceeded, refer to Appendix 8.1 – Consolidation of records. 
Note: when 20 records are present in Alias INCDTLS570, it is recommended DSPs prompt the Tax Agent with a notification to ensure OFSA is utilised:
         “Navigate to OSFA to identify if any further TPAR data exists”

The type of SBR service an intermediary can use on behalf of their clients depends on the activity being undertaken and whether the intermediary has a recognised relationship with the client. That is, an intermediary has the appropriate authorisation for the interaction being performed on behalf of the taxpayer recorded in ATO systems. 
For the IITR lodgment interactions, an intermediary must be linked at the whole of client level in ATO systems. The tax practitioner to taxpayer relationship is a fundamental precondition to interacting with SBR for all IITR interactions.
Note: If the relationship does not exist, the Client Update Relationship service can be used to establish a relationship between the intermediary and the taxpayer. Refer to the Client Update Relationship (CUREL) Business Implementation Guide for further information

The Digital service provider hub for DSPs provides additional information as a controlled information resource, only made available to digital service providers for the sole purpose of assisting in the development of tax-related software (both commercial and in-house). In some cases, the information is in draft form or has been made available for the purposes of consultation, proof of concept work and or pilots. You must not on-forward controlled information to persons or organisations outside your own organisation.
DSPs must be aware of the usage restrictions, which are described within the Reasonable use of ATO digital wholesale services and DSP conditions of use. The ATO actively monitors the use of services and will notify DSPs that contravene the reasonable use policy. Continued breaches or failing to adhere to the conditions of use may result in de-whitelisting.
DSPs using this service must also consider customer Agent client verification methods as determined by the ATO and the Tax Practitioners Board’s published guidance on Proof of identity requirements for client verification. DSPs that build specialised software for single and online agents have specific customer verification requirements.

To ensure a refund transaction is received efficiently, and reduce costs incurred by agents and their clients associated with managing refunds received as cheques, DSPs must prompt the Tax Agent with a notification to ensure valid Australia Bank Account details (financial institution details) are included for each lodgment. 
If bank account details are not provided within the return, an alert or notification must be presented to indicate the fields should be entered. Relevant fields that should not be blank are IITR53, IITR54, IITR55.
Issues that can occur when financial institution details are not present:
Delays in refunds being issued.
Any pre-existing financial institution details held on the taxpayer’s account in ATO systems will be removed (end dated) if financial institution details are not entered/prefilled as part of the lodgment process (including debt assessments).
Software may pre-fill blank values from prior returns. If lodging multiple years, the next sequential lodgment will include blank values for bank account details, and the taxpayer may receive a cheque as a result.
If debits are paid early, the taxpayer may be entitled to receive interest on early payments. If there are no active financial institution details held on ATO systems this will result in an interest refund cheque being issued.
While bank account detail fields are not a mandatory set of fields to complete, they should only be left blank where the taxpayer does not have any valid Australian financial institution details, for example when the client only has an overseas bank account. 
Where the bank account details field is being submitted as a blank value, an alert should be displayed indicating that submitting the return with blank values will result in payment by cheque. Thereby resulting in additional costs and delays associated with issuing refunds.

When an intermediary lodges an approved form on behalf of a taxpayer, the law requires the intermediary to have first received a signed written declaration from that taxpayer. Developers of SBR-enabled software products may elect to provide a printable version of the taxpayer declaration within their products to assist intermediaries. A taxpayer declaration must be obtained by the intermediary for all lodgment obligations performed on behalf of their client.
Note: These declarations apply for both original and newly amended lodgments. Find out more information on the retention of declarations at Client declarations and lodgment online and the ATO Common Business Implementation and Taxpayer Declaration Guide.

When an original IITR or RFC is lodged, the surname and date of birth fields must match, that is be exactly the same as that stored in ATO systems. If this data doesn’t match when it reaches ATO systems, the lodgment will be rejected, and an error message returned to the user. 
Residency status, address and bank account details can be updated through the lodgment process where the details don’t match ATO records. Refer to Change of details for individuals for more information.
Where a tax agent is authorised by the executor or administrator of the deceased estate, an IITR lodgment for a deceased taxpayer can be used to notify the ATO of the taxpayer’s death. The date of death will be updated in ATO records if this field is completed, and the title field will be changed to ‘executor for’.
Amendments will not update the ATO Client Register. Change of demographic, address and contact information on amendments are not advised, as this will cause processing of the amendment to cease. ATO systems won’t inform the user during processing if the amendment data differs from the client record but will indicate via SBR that the amendment has been accepted successfully. The demographic, contact and address information will then be validated manually by an ATO officer (including contacting the tax agent) before the processing of the amendment can continue.
Digital service providers must consider making the following fields un-editable or ‘read-only’ when presenting the information to a user that is preparing to lodge an amendment through their BMS.

Interactive validation is a feature available via SBR for IITR.Prelodge and IITR.Lodge messages within ATO processing systems. For an IITR message to reach the stage where interactive validation can be invoked, it needs to first pass channel validations. If warnings are received at the channel using IITR.Prelodge, this will not prevent interactive validation occurring as the message will still be routed to ATO systems.  
If errors are received during channel validation, the message will not reach ATO systems and interactive validation is unable to be performed.   
Once the message has passed channel validation, ATO systems will receive the message and where errors are encountered on the IITR, these will be returned to the tax agent. This enables the tax agent to correct any errors and avoid delays in processing. Interactive validation is the default mode for IITR validation.  
Interactive validation will be performed for IITR.Prelodge and IITR.Lodge interactions only.  Interactive validation cannot be performed for ELStagFormat.Lodge interaction requests.

Adhering to the following guidance will help to ensure unnecessary delays:
This field must only be used under certain circumstances. Information that doesn’t meet the criteria will cause processing delays
Free text content should be clear, concise and necessary to determine the outcome of the assessment
Digital services providers should consider providing a ‘help’ or informational message for tax agents regarding correct use of this field. 
Key examples are provided for use of the additional information field, including the type of business information to be included, and the quality, tone and language of the information.

the ATO offset credits to other tax debts (or debts the taxpayer has with other government agencies)
other ATO corrections
the taxpayer has an account opening balance that is not zero
returns for multiple financial years were lodged for the taxpayer in close proximity.

Only complete the ‘Managed Fund Total Capital Gains’ section (Tuple INCDTLS446) if, for
any of the records that have been consolidated, there is a capital gains amount. The $ values
for the consolidation record are to be calculated as the total of the taxpayer’s share
amounts for each relevant managed fund capital gains field and recorded in the ‘Managed
Fund Total Capital Gains’ section (Tuple INCDTLS446). Share fields are not applicable when
the number of account holders is recorded as 1 — do not use section ‘Managed Fund You

Share Capital Gains’ (Tuple INCDTLS447) in a consolidated record.

Other Foreign Income

For Other Foreign Income records, the maximum number of records that can be returned is
10 per individual taxpayer — including any consolidated records. Where there are more
records than the maximum number allowed, the remaining records must be consolidated.
Group the remaining records by the income type (i.e. ‘Foreign rental income’ (INCDTLS218),
‘Foreign financial investment’ (INCDTLS221), or ‘Other foreign income’ (INCDTLS225)). Each
of these Foreign Income types has its own tuple that includes gross amount and tax paid,

with ‘Foreign financial’ also including NZ franking credits.

Standard description

A standard description for the consolidated record is to be completed at ‘Other foreign
income description’ (INCDTLS216) and should be recorded as: “Consolidation - XX records”

(with XX being the number of other foreign income records consolidated into the record).

Other Foreign income deductible expenses

Report one consolidated deductible expenses amount (INCDTLS217) per Foreign Income

type, where applicable.

Other fields

The S values for any consolidation record are to be calculated as the taxpayer’s total
amount for each remaining relevant other foreign income field in the grouping of records to
be consolidated.

Other Income

For ‘Other income’, the maximum number of records that can be returned is 45 per individual
taxpayer - including any consolidation records. Where there are more records than the
maximum number allowed, the remaining records must be consolidated. Group the remaining
‘Other income’ records according to the ‘Other income type’ (ie. ‘ATO interest’, ‘Bonuses from
life insurance and friendly societies’, ‘Financial investments’, ‘Foreign exchange’, ‘Forestry
managed investments’, ‘Other’, ‘Reimbursements of tax-related expenses or election expenses’,
‘Traditional securities’, ‘Winnings’, ‘Work in progress’).

Exceptions

The ‘Special professional additional information’ (INCDTLS452) and ‘Assessable balancing
adjustment’ (INCDTLS456) types cannot be consolidated. If either type is being completed, it
should be recorded as a separate entry.

Standard description

Standard descriptions for consolidation records are to be completed at ‘Other income
description’ (INCDTLS450) and should be recorded as: ‘Consolidation - XX records’ - (with XX
being the number of consolidated ‘Other Income’ records).

Other income type
The consolidation record ‘Other income type’ (INCDTLS449) should be recorded as the ‘Other

income type’ code for the records being consolidated.

Other income amount
The $ values for the consolidation record are to be calculated as the taxpayer’s total amount for

each relevant Other Income type.

Partnerships

For Partnerships, the maximum number of records that can be returned is 10 per individual
taxpayer — including any consolidation records. Where there are more records than the

maximum allowed, the remaining records must be consolidated into the last record.

Partnership Losses

Records with losses (where net primary production plus net non-primary production
amounts are less than zero) should not be consolidated. They should be recorded as

separate records.

Standard description

A standard description for the consolidated record is to be completed at ‘Partnership name’
(INCDTLS461) and should be recorded as: “Consolidation - XX records” (with XX being the

number of Partnership records consolidated into the last record).

Partnership Australian Business Number

For consolidation records ‘Partnership Australian Business Number’ (INCDTLS462) should be
left blank.

Partnership credits from income and tax offsets

Where the consolidation record contains partnerships credits from income and tax offsets
the ‘Partnership credits from income and tax offsets’ tuple (INCDTLS479) must be
completed. The $ values for these fields should be calculated as the taxpayer’s total amount

for each relevant amount field for the records being consolidated.

Partnership primary production

Where the consolidation record contains primary production amounts, the ‘Partnership

primary production’ (INCDTLS463) tuple must be completed. The $ values for these fields





should be calculated as the taxpayer’s total amount for each relevant amount field for the

records being consolidated.

Partnership non-primary production

Where the consolidation record contains non-primary production amounts, the ‘Partnership
non-primary production’ (INCDTLS468) tuple must be completed; including the partnership
distribution section, (INCDTLS469) and where applicable the partnership deduction section
(INCDTLS474). The S values for these fields should be calculated as the taxpayer’s total

amount for each relevant amount field for the records being consolidated.

Partnership non-primary production

Where the consolidation record contains non-primary production amounts the ‘Partnership
non-primary production’ (INCDTLS468) tuple (and child tuples as needed) will need to be
filled out. The $ values for the fields in the tuple should be calculated as the taxpayer’s total

amount for each relevant amount field for the records being consolidated.

Individual Non-Business (INB) Payment Summary records

Salary or Wages form part of the Individual Non-Business (INB) Payment Summary grouping.
The INB Payment Summary grouping includes Australian Annuities, and Salary or Wages

(including Working Holiday Makers and Exempt Foreign Employment income)).

The maximum number of records that can be returned for the INB Payment Summary
grouping is 57 per individual taxpayer, including any consolidation records. Where there are
more records than the maximum number allowed, the remaining Salary or Wages records

must be consolidated within the INB Payment Summary group. Group consolidation records

by:

e Payer’'s ABN — ABN is mandatory for INB Payment Summaries.
e Where a record includes Working Holiday Maker income, sub-group according to the
answer to the question (i.e. group by ‘True’ or ‘False’):
o Did you earn this income while you held a Working Holiday visa (subclass

417) or Work and Holiday visa (subclass 462)?

For example, where the maximum record limit is exceeded there could be:

- 55 separate records consisting of Salary or Wages and Australian Annuities records, and
1 consolidation record for the remaining Salary or Wages records for a single ABN, and

1 consolidation record for the remaining Australian Annuities records for a single ABN.
OR

- 50 separate records consisting of Salary or Wages and Australian Annuities records, and
1 consolidation record for the remaining Australian Annuities records for a single ABN,
and

6 consolidation records for the remaining Salary or Wages records consisting of:





o 4 x ABNs with multiple records, with
- 1 consolidation per ABN (none of these records covering Working Holiday
Maker income), and
o 1 x ABN with multiple records, split into 2 consolidated records,
- 1 with Working Holiday Maker income, and

- 1 without Working Holiday Maker income

Exempt Foreign Employment Income

Where Exempt Foreign Employment income is included in the Salary or Wages record, it

should be included in the Exempt Foreign Employment income tuple (INCDTLS334).

It is recommended that Salary or Wages records with Exempt Foreign Employment income
included should not be consolidated. However, if the maximum number of 57 records is
exceeded, and Exempt Foreign Employment income records require consolidating, then
group separately by ‘Country where exempt foreign employment income was earned’

(INCDTLS337).

Lump Sum In Arrears

Where a payment summary includes Lump Sum In Arrears amounts, do not consolidate

these records.

Standard description

A standard description for consolidated records is to be completed at ‘Payer’s name’
(INCDTLS306) and should be recorded as: “Consolidation - XX INB records” (with XX being

the number of records consolidated into the last record.

Salary or Wages amount fields

The S values for a consolidation record are to be calculated as the total amounts for the

remaining relevant Salary or Wages fields for the group of records being consolidated.

When an agent is completing an Individual Income Tax Return (IITR) for a client with one or more
rental properties, the granular Multi-property rental schedule (RNTLPRPTY) must be completed, this
was introduced 1 July 2020. One schedule (only) is required per taxpayer.

The multi-property rental schedule has a limitation of 45 records per individual taxpayer. The majority
of taxpayers fall within this limitation. A taxpayer who has more than 45 records will need to have their
additional records consolidated as per below:

Example scenarios based on number of properties:

Number of rental properties Number of How to lodge using the Multi-property rental
TFNs schedule (RNTLPRPTY)
45 1 Up to and including 45 records; ALL records are

to be included as separate entries.

51 1 All records up to the 44th record are to be
included as separate entries. All subsequent
records are to be consolidated into the last entry.
That is, the last 7 records will be consolidated
into the 45th record.

52 1 As above, with 8 records consolidated.
54 1 As above, with 10 records consolidated.
95 1 As above, with 51 records consolidated.

Ordering

There is no requirement to order records for the multi-property rental schedule. It is recommended,
where the limit of 45 properties is exceeded, that each property is presented in order, starting with the
property with the highest rental loss (as the first record). Once all properties with rental losses have
been recorded, the ordering should then follow with break-evens (if any), and then profits - in order of
smallest to largest.

To further clarify, the 45th record will represent a consolidation of those properties with the lowest
rental losses (where the first 45 properties are running at a loss), and break-evens (if any) and profits.
If all properties are running at a profit and the limit of 45 properties is exceeded, as previously noted,
they would be recorded in order of smallest profit through to largest.

The ordering will ensure that as part of the future copy of return service, the individual records with
the highest value losses are presented back to the tax agent when the data is returned. It will also
support the accuracy of the ATOs risk modelling services.

NOTE: This is not a mandatory requirement and no validation will be implemented to verify this
approach.

Standard Go— Name of Property

Where there are more records than the maximum number allowed for a particular label, the remaining
records must be consolidated into the last record for that repeatable group. The standard description
for the consolidated record is to be recorded at ‘Name of property’ as: “Consolidation - XX
properties” (with XX being the number of properties consolidated into the last record).






Address

Where the limit of 45 properties is exceeded, the 45th record is to be recorded with a standard
address to enable easy identification of a consolidation record by all. The following address should be
used:

Ownership %

The consolidation record ‘Ownership percentage’ should be recorded as 100%. However, the actual
amounts calculated using the correct ownership % are to be recorded at the respective amount fields.

Trust Distributions (reported in the Trust Section of Income Details)
For Trust distributions, the maximum number of records that can be returned is 30 per
individual taxpayer — including any consolidation records. Where there are more records than
the maximum allowed, the remaining records must be consolidated into the last record.

Ordering
There is no requirement to order records for the trust income schedule. However, it is
recommended that the records are reported and ordered as follows:
« Distributions highest value to lowest value,
e Then where there are more than 30 records to be provided in total, record 30 will be
the aggregate of record 30 onwards.

The ordering will ensure that as part of the future copy of return service, the individual records
with the highest value are presented back to the tax agent when the data is returned. It will
also support the accuracy of the ATOs risk modelling services.

NOTE: This is not a mandatory requirement, and no validation will be implemented to verify this
approach.

A standard description for the consolidated record is to be completed at ‘Name of distributing
trust (INCDTLS539) and should be recorded as:

Consolidation where the maximum record limit is exceeded
Taxable Payments

For Taxable Payments and Government Grants income, the maximum number of records
that can be prefilled and lodged through SBR is 20 per individual taxpayer. Where there are
more records than the maximum number allowed, records must be consolidated for
lodgment. Group the TPAR records together based on payment type, production type
(primary or non-primary production), and income classification decision.

Additional records can be viewed in ATO Online Services.
Standard description

A standard description for a consolidated record is to be completed at ‘Taxable payments
payer’s name’ and should be recorded as: ‘Consolidation - XX records’ (with XX being the
number of TPAR records consolidated into the record).

Taxable payment’s Australian business number

The consolidation record ‘Payer ABN’ should be set to the ABN of the largest payer by Gross
amount paid being included in the consolidated record.

Taxable payments gross amount (including GST plus any tax withheld)

The consolidation record ‘Taxable payments gross amount (including GST plus any tax
withheld) is to be recorded as consolidated amount of ‘Tax withheld’, ‘GST amount’ and
‘Income less GST’ from the consolidated TPAR records.

Taxable payments tax withheld amount

The consolidation record ‘Taxable payments tax withheld amount’ is to be recorded as
consolidated amount of tax withheld from the consolidated TPAR records.

Taxable payments total GST amount

The consolidation record ‘Taxable payments total GST amount’ is to be recorded as
consolidated amount of GST withheld from the consolidated TPAR records.

Taxable payments date of grant payment

The field ‘Taxable payments date of grant payment’ when required is to be completed with
the date of the largest grant payment by gross amount.

Taxable payments name of grant/program

The field “Taxable payments name of grant/program’ when required is to be completed with
the name of the largest grant payment by gross amount.

Taxable payments adjustment reason & adjustment description

Where taxable payments records are present and require an ‘adjustment reason’ (‘Taxable
payments adjustment reason’ INCDTLS571 and ‘Taxable payments adjustment description’
INCDTLS572) as the amounts have been adjusted, these records should be entered first
and not be consolidated. All other records can be consolidated into groups together with like
payment type, production type (primary or non-primary production), and income
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classification decision payments, with the goal to maximise the number of individual
payments reported and highest gross income in the individually reported payments.

Adjusted records should only be consolidated if required due to submission repeating group
limitations.

More than one unique adjustment reason code should be consolidated with another record
as a last resort to remove the need to remove a unique payment type, production type, and
income classification decision group.

Examples:

1.

If there were 25 records that required an adjustment reason and the reasons are

exactly the same and are all of the same payment type, production type, and income

classification decision:

- include separately the first 19 records from highest to lowest gross income with
an adjustment reason

- consolidate the 20th record with the records with the same adjustment reason

If there were 25 records that required an adjustment reason and the reasons are

different and are all of the same payment type, production type, and income

classification decision:

- include separately the first 18 records from highest to lowest gross income with
an adjustment reason

- consolidate the 19th record with all other records with the first same reason code

- consolidate the 20th record with all other records with the same second reason
code

If there were 25 records and 22 of those records require an adjustment reason and

the remaining 3 do not and are all of the same payment type, production type, and

income classification decision:

- include separately the first 18 records from highest to lowest gross income with
an adjustment reason

- consolidate at row 19 the remaining taxable payments that have the same
adjustment reason

- consolidate at row 20 all income without an adjustment reason

If there were 27 records and 22 of those records require an adjustment reason and

the 3 do not and all of these are of the same payment type, production type, and

income classification decision. And the remaining two records are of a different

payment type, production type, and income classification decision from the first set

and these two have the highest gross income of all the records and require

adjustment:

- include separately the first 18 records from highest to lowest gross income with
an adjustment reason

- consolidate at row 19 the remaining taxable payments that have the same
adjustment reason (if taxable payments have different adjustment reasons,
reduce the number of individually reported records)

- consolidate at row 20 all income without an adjustment reason

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If there were 27 records and 22 of those records require an adjustment reason and
the 3 do not and all of these are of the same payment type, production type, and
income classification decision. And the remaining two records are of a different
payment type, production type, and income classification decision and these two
have the lowest gross income of all the records and require adjustment:

include separately the first 17 records from highest to lowest gross income with
an adjustment reason

consolidate at row 18 the remaining taxable payments that have a common
adjustment reason of the first payment type, production, type, and income
classification decision set (if taxable payments in this classification group have
different adjustment reasons, reduce the number of individually reported records)
consolidate at row 19 the remaining taxable payments that have a common
adjustment reason of the second payment type, production, type, and income
classification decision set (if taxable payments in this classification group have
different adjustment reasons, reduce the number of individually reported records)
consolidate at row 20 all income without an adjustment reason
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
